Why can’t you use an umbrella on Shabbat?

The use of an umbrella is considered to fall under the prohibition of “boneh,” or building, which is not permitted on Shabbat. Even if the umbrella was opened before Shabbat, it cannot be used because of the principle of not committing “Marat Ayin.” We do not want to seem as though we might be violating a halacha, as people may think you had opened the umbrella on Shabbat.
